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Location

The City of Campbell River is located on the 50th parallel on the east coast of Vancouver Island,
midway between Victoria (264 km to the south) and Cape Scott to the North. The boundaries
encompass an area of 33,955 acres with 22.5 km of waterfront facing Discovery Passage.

Travelling by Land
The new Inland Island Highway provides a quick, practically non-stop route from Nanaimo to Campbell
River with opportunities to explore the ocean front or mountain trails all the way.

Travelling By Water

Bringing a vehicle to Vancouver Island is easy from either British Columbia's Mainland or Washington
State. In British Columbia, BC Ferries run scheduled trips between various locations on the BC
Mainland and Vancouver Island. Victoria Clipper (passengers only), MV Coho, and Washington State
Ferries operate between Washington and Victoria.

BC Ferries

The BC Ferries Service crossings between Vancouver Island and BC's Lower Mainland can last from
about 95 minutes to two hours, depending on which route you take. There are three to choose from,
including a Vancouver to Nanaimo service with frequent sailings every day of the year.

Travelling By Air

Some visitors prefer to fly to the region, enjoying the scenery below and identifying the many islands
and landmarks along the way. The north-central island region is within easy reach of Vancouver,
Victoria, and Washington State. There are regularly scheduled flights to Campbell River from
Vancouver and Washington, and charters are available to and from just about anywhere. Those
coming from Calgary can book a flight directly from Calgary to the Comox Valley Airport
(approximately 35 minutes driving time from Campbell River) and take the shuttle to Campbell River.

Campbell River Airport (YBL)

Campbell River Airport (YBL) has reliable, frequent and convenient scheduled airline services.
Connections are available between YBL and most major cities worldwide, plus small and medium size
communities in Canada. The airport provides car rental services and a shuttle bus. Private plane and
jet owners can fly directly in to the Campbell River Airport. It is conveniently located with a 15-20
minute drive from downtown.

Campbell River Airport undertook major upgrades in 2010. The Airport Runway

’b Extension Project resulted in two major upgrades to the airport: the runway was

blc il extended by an additional 1500 feet (from 5,000 to 6,500 feet) and the airport terminal

U building has been improved. NAV Canada was also on site performing upgrades as part
gochal  of a national program.

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Climate

Campbell River enjoys a mild climate, with temperatures usually between 0°C (32°F) and 32°C (90°F)
year-round.

The most precipitation is measured in November, at 218.0 millimetres (8.6 in) on average. While
January sees the most average snow, 152 millimetres (6 in), only 10 millimetres (3/8 in) will be seen
actually accumulating. In the winter months occasional Arctic bursts from the interior of British
Columbia can make their way onto the coast bringing temperatures below zero. If a Pacific low
reaches the coast a large snowfall can occur. Snowfalls in excess of 45 centimetres (16 in) have been
recorded in a 24 hour period and the greatest snowfall was 53.3 centimetres (1 ft, 9 in) in 1978.

Climate can be measured in annual inches of rain, hours of sunshine or the numbers of frost free
days, however, most people are really interested in how climate will affect their lifestyle. The mild
climate in Campbell River is a major contributor to a wide range of outdoor activities that can be
enjoyed year round.

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A Brief History of the Region

Campbell Ri ver hugs Mastceoastlberdered on the veest dydhe ruggedd
mountains of central Vancouver Island and on the east by the islands and waterways of the Inside
Passage. The river which gave the settlement its name flows out of the forest into a channel renowned
for spectacular fishing. First Nations peoples have lived in this area for at least 8,000 years. The
abundant forests and waterways amply provided sources of food, clothing and shelter. In villages
connected by their ocean highway, the indigenous peoples developed rich cultural traditions which
remain alive, visible and vibrant today.

In the late 18th century, both British and Spanish ships were exploring the complex waterways of the
British Columbia coastline. In 1792 the Discovery, under Captain George Vancouver of the British
Royal Navy, became the first European vessel to visit what is now called Discovery Passage. The
explorers visited a number of native villages in the area. It is believed these were then populated by
Salish speaking peoples, but it is possible that the Lekwiltok had already begun their southward
expansion into this area. Certainly by the mid-1800s the Lekwiltok controlled the strategic trading
position and rich salmon grounds of Discovery Passage from their villages at Campbell River and
Cape Mudge.

While Campbell River grew as a service area surrounded by large logging camps, it also played host

to increasing numbers of visitors bent on catching mighty Tyee salmon. Sportsman and pioneering
conservationist Roderick Haig-Brown (1908-1976) wrote books known the world over from his home

on the banks of the Campbell River. Renowned for his eloquence on fly fishing, Haig-Brown was

ahead of his time in his concern for the environment and became an active spokesperson for the

principles of conservation, particularly regarding rivers and salmon. The family home is now the Haig-

Brown Heritage Site dedicated to preserving the aut

In the 1940s, a huge hydro-electric project began to develop the power potential of the Campbell River

system. It included construction of three dams and took 13 years to complete, bringing prosperity and

a building boom to the community. In 1952 the opening of the Elk Falls Pulp and Paper Mill further

escal ated Campbell Riverds development and gr owt h.

Centennial Outdoor Pool
The pool is located in Centennial Park and has a heated outdoor pool and wading pool open from
June-August. The facility includes family and handicapped change rooms.

Sportsplex

The Sportsplex is located at the Willow Point Park, and is the premier sporting facility in Campbell
River. The Sportsplex is a full-service recreation complex offering both indoor and outdoor

facilities. Outdoor facilities include a disc golf course, tennis courts, road hockey, sand volleyball
courts and ball fields. The indoor facilities include three activity rooms, a gymnasium for sporting
events and conventions, a catering kitchen, weight room, racquetball and squash courts and fithess
classes.

Skateboard Park

The Skateboard Park in Willow Point at the Sportsplex is cement with a pyramid, a five foot high fun
box with a 30 foot curb that is 2 feet high running the length, and a 60 foot long curb that is 2 feet wide
with angle iron, and a six foot high 1/4 pipe with coping.
